“Believe In Yourself”: Free Hotline from Kindergartners? 2

Need a pep talk®from a kindergartner? There's a hotline for that. A hotline is a special phone line
that people can call to get information about something. This free hotline is called "Peptoc Hotline."
If you call the phone number, you'll hear recordings of kids sharing words of encouragement.

Spreading Joy

The Peptoc Hotline is a school project. It was created at West Side Elementary School in Healdsburg,
California. It's run by art teacher Jessica Martin and artist Asherah Weiss. Martin started the hotline
because she was worried about the difficult things that her kids have gone through recently. These
include wildfires and the pandemic. She wanted to bring some joy back into the lives of her
students. They range in age from 5 to 12. The kids have found ways to deal with these difficulties
and "get through the day in a really positive way," Martin said. "And we really wanted to share that
with the world. We all really need that right now."

To create the hotline, Martin recorded her students talking. She told the kids to say something that
has helped them get through a tough situation. They could also say something that has helped
them during a difficult time. The hotline took about a week to complete. It went live in February.
As part of the project, kids also made posters with words of encouragement. These were placed
around town. The idea was to spread happiness in the community.

The hotline number is 707-998-8410. When callers call in, they are greeted by Martin's daughter,
Rosely Pochan. The 11-year-old welcomes them with the following menu: "If you're feeling mad,
frustrated or nervous, press 1. If you need words of encouragement and life advice, press 2. If you
need a pep talk from kindergartners, press 3. If you need to hear kids laughing with delight, press
4. For encouragement in Spanish, press 5."

At first, Martin hoped the hotline would receive 100 calls an hour. But within two days the hotline
was getting more than 500 an hour. Now, it is getting over 8,000 calls each hour. "Joy is a powerful
thing," Martin said. Weiss said that she did not expect the hotline to be this successful. "It's pretty
extraordinary," Martin said. She added that the hotline's success proves how much the world
needs it right now.

Nico Romo is a fifth-grader who worked on the hotline. He said he liked feeling like he could help
people. He said it was especially important now that there is a war in Eastern Europe. "It's helping
them with conquering anxiety," he said. The project gives people hope "that there will be good
